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This catalogue consists of pictures of killer whales observed in the Davis Strait and the Denmark Strait in 

Greenland waters. Unfortunately whale photographing onboard a big ship limits the angles from where 

pictures can be taken. Therefore many of the individuals are only shown from one side. Following three 

pods have been observed at three occasions. All of the pictures have been taken from RV. Paamiut. 

 

August 2009:  Denmark flock, at least 8 individuals. 

July 2010: Nanortalik flock, 3 individuals.
